1. Welcome and Introduction. The Chair welcomed:
a. Liz Cartwright, Planed Project Office. Liz spoke about Community Forum workshops she would be able to run for Solva in October this year. Date, venue and time need would be agreed with SCC and representatives of Solva organisations. Workshops would update the previously published Community Action Plan for Solva in 2008.
b. PCSO Naomi Harrison. Naomi informed members that the  Haverfordwest Neighbourhood Policing Team were looking for volunteers to work collaboratively with them to prevent and reduce instances of speeding in particular in the areas of Letterston and Solva by implementing a Community Speed Watch in those areas. Training of volunteers from members of the public will be provided. Anyone who would like to know more would be asked to contact the Haverfordwest Neighbourhood Policing Team and ask for PS 858 Thomas, PC 914 Trish Dixon, PCSO 8123 Naomi Harrison or PCSO 8015 Jude Parr by ringing 101 or emailing HaverfordwestNPT@dyfed-powys.pnn.police.uk  Naomi also spoke about the new Dyfed-Powys Police ‘Community Messaging’ system that was now available. 2. Apologies. Community Councillor Jono Voyce
3. Declarations of interest. None
4. Agree the Minutes of the meetings held on 6th April 2016. Agreed and signed.
5. Matters Arising
a. Set up Solva Community Forum. Members supported the Planed initiative to run Community Forum Workshops which would review and update the 2008 Action Plan for Solva. 2 x SCC reps would be agreed at the June meeting. SCC reps would liaise with community groups and Planed to agree workshop dates for October 2016.
b. Review of 2008 Community Action Plan. See 5a.
c. AGM. Members reviewed and agreed the agenda for the SCC AGM on Monday 9th May 2016.
d. Solva AFC Refurbishment and Regeneration Project – Update. The Chair, Community Councillor Ifor Thomas and the Clerk met with Caroline Bowen (PCNPA Planning Officer) and Mike Harris (PCC Highways Planning Liaison Officer) to review initial plans. The meeting was held on Friday 29th April 2016 at the Football Club. No planning concerns were raised and a full application was invited. Caroline recommended the PCC Planning Ecologist was also approached who had responsibility to protect, conserve and enhance the natural environment when considering planning applications. Mike Harris mentioned that part of Maes Yr Eglwys leading down to the current access to the AFC had not yet been adopted by PCC. Further discussions would be required with Mike to agree a way forward (SCC/AFC wished to avoid any additional costs or delays). Mike confirmed there was a need for a footway to be built up from the limit of the current adoption (over where there is a grass verge now), and for the AFC access road junction to be reformed (widened) with an upgraded surface (and to meet the road at 90-degrees) – this would be costed once planning had been granted.
e. Newsletter Action Group – Update. The May Newsletter had been printed in a new and agreed format. Members acknowledged the work and dedication of the Editor to achieve the revised format. A Media Kit had also been distributed to businesses in the area with price information about advertising. Members agreed the financial viability of the Newsletter would be reviewed at the September 2016 meeting.
f. Gamlin Play Park Action Plan. The Annual Inspection by PCC had raised a number of concerns. SCC had requested hard copies of the 48 page Gordon Playground Inspections Report in order to set up a remedial action plan. Progress to achieve the action plan would be monitored and reported on by the nominated Community Councillor. 
g. Revised Model Financial Regulations. Proposed by Community Councillor Joe Griffin; seconded by Community Councillor Ifor Thomas that Solva Community Council adopts the Revised Model Financial Regulations. All members agreed the proposal.
Post meeting note: OVW informed SCC on 9th May 2016 that it was necessary to recall the model financial regulations that were recently issued.  It had been found that there were a number of technical references in the regulations that needed to be changed to make the regulations Wales specific. It was important that the model regulations were amended further to ensure they are fully reflective of the legal position in Wales. They will be re-issued in due course.

h. Revised Code of Conduct. Proposed by Community Councillor Ifor Thomas; seconded by Community Councillor Mollie Roach that Solva Community Council adopts the revised Code of Conduct. All members agreed the proposal.
i. BT Community Update. The Rt Hon Steven Crabb MP had invited the Chair and one other member to an update on Friday 27th May at 2:00p.m. at Crundale Community Hall. Director of BT Superfast Cymru would also be in attendance. In preparation for the meeting, the Chair and all members would canvas local people to find out the type of connectivity issues affecting Solva and the surrounding area. Issues would be presented at the meeting.
j. Motions for OVW 2016 AGM. Member councils had been invited to propose a maximum of two motions for debate at the AGM on Saturday 1st October 2016, which must arrive at the OVW office no later than noon on Friday 1st July 2016 for consideration by the Conference Agenda Committee. SCC would debate and agree any motion at the June meeting. Community Councillor Mollie Roach raised one potential motion re Community Councils not having the Power to Trade and its impact on projects such as Solva Care and other similar community Social Care initiatives – wording to be agreed.
k. PCC Invoice for Additional AFC Rent.  A meeting to address the position had been arranged with Barry Cooke PCC Head of Property Division on 27th May 2016 at County Hall. SCC Chair, County Councillor Lyn Jenkins and SCC Clerk would attend.
