1. Welcome and Introduction. 
a. The Chair welcomed Mike Cavanagh PCC Head of Cultural Services to the meeting. Mike spoke to members about the St Davids and the Hundred of Dewisland ambitious bid to become the UK City of Culture 2021. He requested SCC give formal consideration to financial and in-kind support for the City of Culture bid. PCC are mindful that any investment in this current calendar year could be particularly difficult as it would not have been budgeted for. It would however be very valuable if the Community Council could consider a revenue contribution from 2018 onwards (for a four year period) to help establish and fund the delivery company, together with a larger one-off contribution in 2021. SCC would consider raising any contribution from within the precept and this decision would be taken during the budget setting process in November.
Note: Any pledge to give financial support from 2018 onwards would only become a reality if PCC win the bid
.

4. Agree the Minutes of the meeting held on 1st March 2017. Agreed and signed.
a. All actions were reviewed.
5. Matters Arising.
a. Play & Skate Park Sub-Committee Report.
i. Action Plan for repairs. PCC had carried out one urgent repair to the Gamlin play park
. SCC would contract local trade for the remaining work listed in the PCC report. Skate Park repairs yet to be costed.
ii. Fund Raising. £2k
 of SCC funds was available for the purchase of a 1.85m free standing slide in the upper play park – total cost £5107 plus VAT. PCC had agreed to place any order and cover the VAT. SCC needed to raise an additional £3107 and agreed to arrange a fund raising event at the AFC before the end of May. Action
b. Temporary Suspension of Parking Charges (Lower Car Park). PCNPA had resolved that any request for the temporary suspension of parking charges at any of the Authority's car parks in support of any community event, should be accompanied by a democratically accountable mandate of support from the relevant Community Council, on the understanding that such mandated requests should be limited to not more than 3 such event days at any single car park in any single year and that those event days should not fall on any Bank Holiday or Bank Holiday weekend. Note: in previous years parking charges had been suspended for 5 days.

i. SCC decision. To ensure the fair and accountable distribution of funds generated through the temporary suspension of parking charges in the lower car park, members agreed that PCNPA should be invited to transfer 3 days of car park takings to the community council. This democratic
 and accountable mandate would be the authority for SCC to decide on beneficiaries within the community.  Takings transferred to be from the highest grossing 3 days within the month of August excluding any bank holiday or bank holiday weekend. Action
  
c. SCC AGM May. Members agreed the AGM would be on Wednesday 17th May 2017 at 7:00p.m. in the Memorial Hall. Details would be published in the May Newsletter with posters displayed on community noticeboards. The agenda & format would be agreed at the SCC May meeting. Action
d. First World War commemorative plans for 2018. Local stakeholders had been informed of the attached SCC proposal. The SCC subcommittee
 must now engage with each one to finalise plans. Subcommittee to be agreed at the May meeting. Action
e. Community Action Plan. Members had been invited to review the draft plan. Sandra, Ifor and Bruce would meet with PLANED on 28th April to finalise changes. The aim was to have the Plan available for distribution at the SCC AGM on 17th May.
